Based on
committee decisions, some categories may not be
awarded each year.

AWARDS

Award of Excellence recipients are introduced at a
county board meeting and receive a framed certificate
of recognition and a monetary award.

AWARD CATEGORIES

PERFORMANCE (Individual)

Recognizes an individual who has shown a special
effort, superior performance, and/or significant
contribution to the accomplishment of key
organizational goals and objectives.

INNOVATION (Individual or Group)

Awarded for innovation and implementation of an
improved process, procedure, material, or product or
for cooperation in sharing expertise that resulted in
significant cost savings or maximized program
effectiveness.

TEAMWORK (Group)

Presented for excellence in documented improvements
accomplished by a team. Eligible teams include a cross
section of employees, inter-agency work groups, or
inter-departmental or inter-office personnel in any
combination.

LEADERSHIP (Individual)

Awarded to a supervisor or manager who has
displayed exemplary vision, leadership, and a
dedication to their work and employees.

CUSTOMER SERVICE (Individual or Group)
Awarded to an employee or group of employees who
have demonstrated a courteous effort, high degree of
efficiency, the ability to respond to needs, and a
willingness to go the extra mile to respond to requests
from internal or external customers.

COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTION (Individual)
Awarded to an individual for facilitating positive
change by contributing time, talent, leadership, and/or
mentoring experiences to one or more community
organizations.

PROMOTING DIVERSITY (Individual or Group)
Presented to one individual or department that has
made considerable progress toward promoting
diversity.
